Fit the sides
12 x cam pins
Screw the cam pins into the holes on the sides as shown.

Rotate Cam in up to shoulder

Fit the bases
8 x dowels
Insert 2 dowels into the two outer holes at each end of the bases.



Make the unit (one side)
6 x cams
Fit the parts together with the base connection holes facing down. Insert the cams 
and rotate to tighten.

Make the unit (second side)
6 x cams / two people
Rotate the previous frame and fit the parts together with the base connection holes 
facing down. Insert the cams and rotate to tighten.

Fit the braces
4 x bolts + Allen key
Fit the two braces on the inside of the unit with the holes facing upwards.

Fit the top (Please look at the options relating to fitting the desk to the bed)
4 x bolts + Allen key (two people)
Align the bolts through the desk top and screw them down into the braces below. 
Once all four bolts are connected, rotate to tighten down.

Important
The desk top is drilled so that it can be positioned with either side upwards. The 
orientation of the top will depend on the location of the desk within the main bed 
frame.

Fit the desk (Along the long side of bed)
2 x Bolts and an Allen key (two people)
Gently lift the desk assembly into position with the desk top cut out located up 
around the rear bed leg. (Left and right-hand options). Now align the two holes in 
the top with the holes on the bed frame rails and connect using the remaining bolts 
listed.

Now align the two holes in the top 
with the holes on the bed frame rails and connect using the remaining two bolts 
listed.

Fitting the parts
8 x dowels
Insert 2 x dowels into the two large holes at each end of the two parts listed.

1 x seat  front

1 x chair back

Make the seat and chair
4 x 5cm bolts and 4 x barrel nuts
Orientate the parts as shown, align the dowels and insert 4 x barrel nuts into the holes on 
the seat front and chair back. Now insert 4 x bolts from the outside of the seat and chair 
sides into the barrel nuts and tighten using an allen key.

Fix the bases
16 x Wood screws and a screwdriver
Lift the long mattress bases onto the seat and chair frames, align the holes with the pilot 
holes in the supports beneath and screw each slat down.

4 x rings / between parts

Fix the pivot rails
4 x 3.5cm bolts, 4 x sleeve nuts, 4 rings and 2 x allen keys
Orientate the pivot rails as seen. Slide bolt through the holes carefully placing a ring on the 
bolt then the pivot rail and finally a sleeve nut. Once all 4 fixings are engaged, tighten 
using the two allen keys.

Fix the central base
8 x Wood screws and a screwdriver
Lift the short mattress base onto the central frame (pivot rails), align the holes with the pilot 
holes in the supports beneath and screw each slat down.

Convert from bed to Chair
lift the chair back upwards, allow the 
rear to slide forward and then fit tight 
to the seat. Re-arrange the mattress to 
make a comfy chair.
